@ Welcome Park Visitors

Create a more welcoming environment and
sense of arrival for park users by developing

a welcome center at the park entrance.
Visitors can orient themselves and gather
information at the welcome center which
could also improve security with on site staff
and provide more office space for park staff or
to be leased as a source of revenue.

@ Develop an Interpretive Center

Expand and adapt the historic cabin into an
interpretive center to provide a venue for
school groups and families to learn about
the environmental and cultural history of the
site and broader region. Include indoor and
outdoor exhibits, activities, and gathering
areas for groups of all sizes and ages
throughout the site.

Using natural on site materials construct a
nature play area that allows kids of all ages to
explore and manipulate their environment.
